+ Hardipanel® siding can be installed to studs at maximum 24" o.c. Irregularities in framing and sheathing can mirror through the finished application.
Refer to relevant compliance documents and ‘Fastener Requirements’ for specific arrangement and type of fasteners for your application.

+ A Weather-resistive barrier is required in accordance with local building code requirements. The weather resistive barrier must be appropriately
installed with penetration and junction flashings in accordance with local building code requirements. James Hardie will assume no responsibility
for water infiltration.

* Install James Hardie® products with a minimum 6” clearance to the finished grade on the exterior of the building or in accordance with local building
codes if greater than 6” is required (fig. 4).

+ Maintain a minimum 2” clearance between James Hardie products and roofs, decks, paths, steps and driveways (fig. 5 & 6).

+ Maintain a 1/4“ clearance between James Hardie products and horizontal flashing (fig. 7).

+ Install kickout flashing at roof-wall junctions. (fig 8.) Ensure gutters have end caps and do not terminate against siding and trim.

+ Adjacent finished grade must slope away from the building in accordance with local building codes - typically a minimum of 6” in the first 10'.

+ Do not install James Hardie products, such that they may remain in contact with standing water.
